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Spring Cypress Road Widening To Be Dedicated with Ribbon Cutting Ceremony

Houston, Texas (July 7, 2005) – Harris County Precinct 4 is nearing the completion of the Spring Cypress Road widening project.   A dedication event is scheduled for Thursday, July 14 at  9 .m. at the intersection of Champion Forest Drive and Spring Cypress Road, and the community is invited to attend.   Paula Lenz, Executive Director of the North Houston Association, and Commissioner Jerry Eversole, Harris County Precinct 4, will lead the program at the ribbon cutting ceremony.   Officials and other local dignitaries along with roadway contractors, North Houston Association members, and the community will attend.
Spring Cypress Road has been widened from a two-lane asphalt roadway to a five-lane (four lanes with a continuous turn lane) roadway. The new road will better accommodate increased traffic volumes along Spring Cypress Road, from State Highway 249 to FM 2920. 

The $46 million project included $9 million in funding assistance from METRO. The 10-mile corridor was widened in response to a study commissioned by Commissioner Eversole to evaluate future land uses and projected development along the corridor. 
Precinct 4 worked with local developers to preserve pine trees located along the corridor, west of Champions Forest Drive and east of Old Louetta Road. During the design phase of the project, Gleannloch Farms developers Dave Cannon and Rob Fondren approached Commissioner Jerry Eversole with a concept for retaining the pine trees, which are considered a signature of the Gleannloch Farms development. Working together, Precinct 4 and the developers minimized the right-of-way width by designing an alternative drainage solution and obtaining a separate dedicated easement north of the tree line. These two elements eliminated the need to remove the trees for relocating utilities.
